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What is a roundabout?

A roundabout is a circular alterative to a traditional street intersection. Vehicles enter a
roundabout under a yield control rather than stop sign or traffic signal.

Modern roundabouts are different from rotaries and other traffic circles. For example,
roundabouts are typically smaller than the large, high-speed rotaries still in use in some
parts of the country. In addition, roundabouts are typically larger than neighborhood
traffic circles used to calm traffic.
