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options in the Historic District as Encouraged, Acceptable or Discouraged
was a statement of strict rules or an expression of suggestions.

Carol Schmidt, representing ECHO, also spoke on this point, agreeing
with Mr. Binkowski and emphasizing the importance of clarity in the
Resource Manual. Staff commented on the time and budgetary
constraints. The upcoming ECHO Annual Meeting on April 12, 2010,
was discussed as a possible forum for the city’s presentation of the re-
revised Manual, and Carol Schmidt inquired about the city mailing a
postcard to ECHO residents to notify them about this.

The Chairman and city staff expressed their appreciation for the public
commentary.
