Reducing Single-Use
Plastic Products

What are single-use products?

Single-use products are designed for one use before being thrown
away. This includes items like plastic or Styrofoam cups, straws,
utensils, bags, novelty items, and containers.

Why reduce single-use products?

Single-use products are typically made of plastic, which does not
degrade and is often not recycled due to contamination. These items are
used for a short time but persist in our environment for hundreds of
years.

What are the alternatives?

Think about whether these items are truly necessary. If so, consider
items made of reusable materials. If this isn’t feasible, look for items
certified compostable or biodegradable- and offer composting for these
items. If recycling is the only option for diversion, look for recyclable
plastic (#1 or #2).

Where can alternatives be purchased?

Most restaurant and office supply stores offer reusable, compostable, or
recyclable alternatives.
